Each camp will end with an enrichment field trip. The youth camp participants will be 
going to a ropes challenge course in Tulsa.

Ropes Challenge Course

This class will focus on the many aspects of the Osage Nations and its rich history and culture. The Education Department has 
invited an Osage Elder to come and speak to the participants about growing up and living on the Osage Reservation and to 
speak to them about our rich history and culture. 

Osage College Graduates and current college students will come in to speak with the students in a forum about the college 
experience and what they learned and would they would have like to have known before entering college. As well as sharing 
ther personal college experiences.

The students will participate in Icebreakers and Motivational games that will empower who they are as Native Americans. 

The Osage Nation Tobacco Prevention program will be discussing with the students the various harzards and complications 
that come from commercial tobacco. The will also give the students information on the Osage County Swat teams and the 
work they do in the community. 

The intricate and detailed patterns of fingerweaving are shown throughout osage art and clothing, from streamers and garters 
to womens belts. The Osage weaving circle will come and work with the students on basic patterns of fingerweaving and 
students will have the opportunity to create various small projects or begin a long term project that they can finish at the 
wazhazhi cultural center.   

This activity will give the students the chance to compete in the intimate competition of handgame that is similar to the style 
that will be played at the Oklahoma Exposition in the fall. The students will taught in depths the point system and rules of the 
game. 
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The students will examine their after schools plans and goals and obtain informaion on what they need to know about planning 
their future. They will also learn about common things every college student should know, like financial aid, scholarships, 
degree's.  

During the camp students will accumulate information about Osage history, culture, art mediums, government, clothing, etc.  
The students will use this information to compete in the Osage Jeopardy Challenge where teams will compete for the top spot. 

On the last day of the Enrichment camp the Osage Education Department will be taking all the participants to the HelmZar 
Challenge Course in Tulsa. Students will adventure education and experiential learning on the Challenge Course that focuses 
on team building, developing trust and providing appropriate challenges for each participant.

YOUTH: Workshop Descriptions

There are various styles of beading and the Netted stitch or Peyote Stitch will be taught at this year's camp. Participants will 
have the opportunity to learn to bead around curved objects, such as, pens, fans, sticks, etc. 

This class will give students the opportunity to learn the techniques of the art of moccasin making.  The instructor will instruct 
the students through the process of making themselves authentic Osage moccasins. 

The Art of Osage Ribbonwork is another prized art form within the Osage Nation. The various ribbonwork pieces the students 
create during this workshop will be able to be put on various mediums of clothing from contemporary to traditional.
