Step back in time at WOOLAROC, founded in 1925 by Frank
Phillips, this rustic ranch retreat will take you back to the wild west
with its’ museum, art gallery, wildlife preserve and mountain man
camp. The museum’s Summer hours (May 28 — Sept. 5) are Monday
thru Saturday, 10 am — 8 p.m. (Between Bartlesville and Barnsdall
on Hwy 123)

Hominy, also known as the CITY OF MURALS, is located in
the heart of Osage Nation. Twenty plus murals throughout town de-
picting Indian folklore located on various buildings throughout town
is a must see. (Hominy is approximately. 25 miles south of Pawhuska
on HWY 99)

WHITEHAIR MEMORIAL is located midway between Hom-
iny and Fairfax on Hwy. 20. Whitehair is the rural home of original
allottee Lillie Morrell Burkhart. Mrs. Burkhart’s home has an exten-
sive collection of cultural and documentary items. Whitehair Memo-

rial is administered by the Oklahoma Historical Society.
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TALLGRASS PRAIRIE PRESERVE PICTURE

CHIEF LOOKOUT MEMORIAL is located approximately
3 miles north and east of Pawhuska and is the burial site for Chief
Lookout and his wife Julia. A 10 foot granite marker is located atop
this mountain with a 360 degree panoramic view of Pawhuska, Bird
Creek Valley, and Osage County.

MILLION DOLLAR ELM CASINOS located in Tulsa, Sand

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Pawhuska
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Welcome to the Osage Reservation. Our history extends
back a millennia and is woven into a contemporary
fabric of rich tribal culture, oil, money and cowboys. We
enjoy a vibrant tradition of artisans and intellectuals,
as well as a bittersweet past filled with sudden wealth,
loss and tragedy. Take time to visit the many historical

sites, museums and attractions we have to offer.

The OSAGE TRIBAL MUSEUM is the oldest, continually
operated tribal museum in North America. The museum’s collec-
tion of over 6,000 articles began with the Tribal Council’s purchase
of the John L. Bird collection in 1923. Since then, the museum has
become home to Indian regalia and artifacts from the early days
of the Osage movement into Osage County into the present. The
museum is open Tuesday thru Saturday, 10 am — 5 pm, and closed
on holidays. Admission is FREE. (819 Grandview, Pawhuska. Lo-
cated on HWY 60 the museum is approx. 45 miles going east from

Ponca City or 28 miles going west from Bartlesville).

CATHEDRAL OF THE OSAGE

The Immaculate Conception Church, also known as the
CATHEDRAL OF THE OSAGE, is home to glorious stained
glass windows depicting living tribal members. Handcrafted in
Germany, the project could only begin after receiving special
permission from the Vatican in 1919. (1314 Lynn Ave, Pawhuska.
Turn north at corner of HWY 60 & Lynn Ave., approx. 1 block.)

A turn of the century schoolhouse and monument of
America’s first BOY SCOUT TROOP are just a few of the
exhibits housed at the OSAGE COUNTY HISTORICAL
MUSEUM housed in the old Santa Fe Railroad Depot. (700 Lynn
Ave, Pawhuska. Corner of HWY 60 & Lynn Ave.)

The TALLGRASS PRAIRIE PRESERVE is located north Of
Pawhuska with over 37,000 acres of the only protected ecosystem
of this kind and is the home to over 3,000 buffalo roaming freely
much as it was when the Osage Tribe settled here in 1872. The
headquarters is the historic Barnard Bunkhouse where Ben John-
son entertained the “Duke” John Wayne.

The OSAGE TRIBAL COUNCIL CHAMBERS houses
murals depicting Osage history. The north wall shows the “Osage

Creation Story” while the south wall depicts current history and

features many contemporary Osages. (813 Grandview, Pawhuska.
Turn north off HWY 60 onto Grandview. Top of hill.)

The MILLION DOLLAR ELM MEMORIAL is a trib-
ute to the grand elm that provided shade for many oil lease sales.
March 2, 1922, oil companies jointly bid over a million dollars for
the first time ever on a 160-acre tract. Oil barons such as Frank
Phillips, Harry Sinclair, and Jean Paul Getty sat under the shade
of the Million Dollar Elm. (813 Grandview, Pawhuska. Turn north
off HWY 60 onto Grandview. Top of hill.)

The OSAGE AGENCY CAMPUS houses beautiful native
sandstone buildings. (813 Grandview, Pawhuska. Turn north off
HWY 60 onto Grandview. Top of hill.)

The SUPERINTENDENT’S HOME has been residence to
30 Osage Agency Superintendent’s and is listed on the National
Register of Historical Places. (621 Grandview, Pawhuska. Turn
north off HWY 60 onto Grandview. Top of hill.)

PAWHUSKA CITY HALL was the first Osage Tribal Coun-
cil House built in 1894. The bell tower was used to call councilmen

to meetings. (118 W. Main St., Pawhuska. HWY 60 & Main St.)
